For example, babysitting 

does not count. Students are also not able to claim 24 hours a day for service that may be 

performed at home.

As a partner in the North Carolina University System and the North Carolina New Schools Project, Isaac Bear Early College High School 

provides an accelerated, college ready education by cultivating an environment of mature scholarship and leadership 

 

Student Expectations 

All New Hanover County Schools discipline policies and procedures are effective and apply for all students. All students are also expected 

to read and adhere to the UNCW Code of Student Life handbook. All rules and guidelines set forth in the UNCW Code of Student Life 

will be in effect for Isaac Bear students. Any infraction of these rules and policies will be dealt with by the Isaac Bear principal.  

Attendance is of utmost importance. If you are not in attendance on the first day of UNCW classes you are jeopardizing your position in 

the class and may be dropped from the course. Attendance is imperative in your ability to do well in your classes, both at Isaac Bear and 

UNCW. It is extremely important that we are able to maintain accurate records of your attendance for NHCS. Unexcused absences or 

skipping will result in a loss of university privileges. Parents will be notified and further disciplinary action will be taken for consistent 

failure to sign in. Every student is required to sign in for attendance at the Isaac Bear building in the front office for every day that they 

have class (UNCW, NCVPS, and Graduation Project). Students are NOT to sign in for other students, as this is a discipline issue.  

Students are not to be in the following locations on the campus of UNCW. If students are found in the following areas disciplinary action 

will ensue.  

Dormitories are completely off limits at all times. Isaac Bear students are never to be in a dormitory, even if invited by an UNCW 

student. If a student is found to have been in a UNCW dormitory disciplinary actions include suspension and the dropping of all 

university courses.  

Recreation Center: The recreation center is not part of the agreement with UNCW. Students are not to access this building UNLESS 

their course requires them (e.g. PED 101). 

Health Center: The health center is not part of the agreement with UNCW. The only exception is in the case of a true emergency. All 

health related issues that are not an immediate emergency will be handled by Isaac Bear.  

As part of your scholarship agreement, students are expected to attend Accountability each week. It is the responsibility of the student to 

contact their accountability advisor if there is an emergency or schedule conflict. Failure to attend accountability will result in a loss of 

university privileges. Parents will be notified and further disciplinary action will be taken for consistent absences to Accountability Ses-

sions.  

Question: How do I ensure that I am not violating any regulations set forth by New Hanover County Schools and the University of 

North Caroline in Wilmington? 

Answer: Be where you are supposed to be, when you are supposed to be there, doing what you are supposed to be doing, with appropri-

ate and positive people.  

 

Emergency Evacuation and Sheltering Procedures 

Fire: When a fire drill alarm sounds, students should immediately leave the building by the appropriate fire exit route 

posted in each room. Students should be quiet and exit in an orderly manner and head to the designated locations. 

Students are to remain with their current teacher. Students may return to the building when the signal to return is 

given.  

Tornado/Severe Weather Procedures: An announcement will be made to evacuate the building in the event of a tor-

nado. Students are to stay with their current teacher. Juniors and Seniors should stay with a designated teacher or 

staff member. Students and staff should follow the evacuation plan to the CIE (Center for Innovation and Entrepre-

neurship Building) and crouch in the hallway, away from all windows.  
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Student Dress Code and Identification Cards 

Student IDs: Isaac Bear students will be issued a UNCW ID and lanyard free of charge at the beginning of the school 

year. Lost cards must be reported immediately, and students will be charged $20 for a replacement card. Students are 

required by New Hanover County Board of Education policy to display their IDs at all times.  

Dress Code: School Board policy now requires the following: 

 - The shoulder widths of shirts or blouses must completely cover undergarments.  

 - No spaghetti strap tops, tube tops, or tank tops are allowed.  

 - Net shirts, bare midriff or other revealing attire are not acceptable.  

 - Short dresses, short skirts, or short shorts will not be allowed (According to Isaac Bear dress code policy, dresses, 

shorts and skirt lengths must be at the knee).  

 - Pants or shorts must be worn at the waistline. No underwear shall be revealed.  

 - Headgear, hats, bandannas, or sunglasses are not to be worn in the building except for medical and/or safety reasons.  

 - No clothing, jewelry, or buttons with letters, initials, symbols, or wording which is obscene, offensive, inflammatory, 

or detrimental to the instructional process are allowed.  

 - All students in grades 9-12 will be required to display identification cards with their picture and their name while on 

school grounds.  

Students who are attending UNCW classes are expected to follow the NHCS dress code while on campus at UNCW.  

Leaving Campus: Once students are present on IBECHS campus, they will not be allowed to leave, unless it is a previ-

ously approved field trip. (This means students are NOT allowed to go to K-Mart, Burger King, etc., unless itõs a 

ôfield tripõ designated for an entire class). Juniors and Seniors may leave campus to attend their UNCW classes. If a 

Parental Permission form is signed that allows them to leave campus once their UNCW classes are over, they may 

leave at any time once class is completed.

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Academic Dishonesty/Plagiarism 

Isaac Bear Early College students are expected to adhere to the highest standards of academic integrity and to respect the intellectual 

property of others. Students who engage in plagiarism and/or cheating are subject to disciplinary action by NHCS and UNCW. Any dis-

ciplinary action taken by the University for Academic Integrity will be supported by NHCS and may result in disciplinary action by 

IBECHS. 

Plagiarism (per DePaul University definition) includes, but is not limited toé. 

1. The direct copying of any source, such as written and verbal material, computer files, audio discs, video programs, or musical scores, 

whether published, in whole or in part, without proper acknowledgement that it is someone elseõs.  

2. Submitting as oneõs own work a report, examination paper, computer file, lab report, or other assignment which has been prepared by 

someone else. This includes research papers purchased from any other person or agency, used in whole or in part.  

Plagiarism (per 2013-2014 UNCW Code of Student Life handbook) is governed by, but is not limited to the following definition: 

Plagiarism is the copying of language, phrasing, structure, or specific ideas of another and presenting any of these as oneõs own work, 

including information found on the Internet. Common examples of plagiarism include but are not limited to: 

 - Reproducing someone elseõs work without quotation marks or proper attribution and submitting it as your own.  

 - Paraphrasing or summarizing anotherõs work without attribution or acknowledgement of the source and submitting it as your own.  

 - Deliberate attribution to a source from which the referenced material was not in fact derived.  

 - Failing to cite a source for ideas or information.

If an Isaac Bear student fails to comply with the Academic Integrity Code of Conduct: 

First Offense: Parent/Student/Teacher Meeting to discuss the violation and a gauge understanding academic dishonesty. The student will 

be given the opportunity to re-do the assignment for a maximum credit of 80% or to not re-complete the assignment for a score of 0 

(zero).  

Second Offense: Score of 0 (zero) for the assignment and no opportunity to re-do, dismissal from any leadership positions affiliated with 

school clubs or National Honor Society, 1 day suspension.  

Third Offense: Score of 0 (zero) for the assignment and no opportunity to re-do, 2-5 day suspension. 

These offenses are cumulative for the studentõs entire high school career. This means that the first offense is not erased when a student 

moves from 9th grade to 10th grade.  

A teacher has the responsibility to gauge whether plagiarism has occurred and what awareness of plagiarism the student understands. If 

the instance of plagiarism is flagrant, the logical repercussion is a zero on that part of the work. If the instance is due to lack of awareness, 

the student should be allowed to redo that part of the project with no penalty or with points deducted for lateness at the teacherõs discre-

tion. A student has the right to appeal a teacherõs decision to the principal, who will review the case with the student, parents and teacher. 

 

NHCS Schools Annual Notice about Educational Records 

 The Family Educational Right and Privacy Act (FERPA) requires New Hanover County Schools to annually notify parents and student 

who are 18 years of age or older about their rights concerning educational records. The following information summarizes these rights. 

Parents and students 18 years of age or older have the: 

 - Right to confidentiality of the Official Record at the collection, storage, disclosure and destruction stages  

 - Right to inspect, review and obtain free copies of the Official Record  

 - Right to have a representative of your choosing inspect and review the Official Record with you  

 - Right to a full explanation, interpretation and analysis of the Official Record by the principal or designee  

 - Right to add data or information to the Official Record which explains or clarifies information contained in the Official Record  

 - Right to a list of the types of and the location of all records maintained and disclosed by New Hanover County Schools  

 - Right to know that written consent is required to disclose the Official Record to others EXCEPT for the following: NHCS offi-

cials, teachers and other employees (list posted at each school), other schools where a student intends to enroll, state and federal
